Modules 6 & 7
BRAIN, BODY, AND BEHAVIOR - FINAL ASSESSMENT

50 POINTS


For your final assessment for Modules 6 & 7, you will be producing a project that reflects what you have learned about brain development and the connection between one’s brain and one’s behavior, and producing an APA reference sheet containing at least 3 valid sources. You will also be presenting this project to the class.


· Choose one of the project options listed below.
· You may work by yourself or with a partner. No groups of three or more. See me if there are any group problems ASAP!
· Include somewhere on the project components your name(s) and class period.
· Use your textbook, class notes, reputable websites, etc. to help you.  Be sure, though, to use your own words.  You will need to cite at least 3 sources for this project in APA format.  The purpose is to go beyond the knowledge learned in class.
· You will need to share this project with the class.  Each person should be involved.

Option #1 – Children’s Book on the Brain
Create an illustrated story for children that teaches them about the location, structure, and the function of the brain. Pick at least 10 parts of the brain to highlight and pick a story or theme to bring it all together. For example, you could focus on some sort of activity that children normally do and discuss the parts of the brain involved in that activity. You may type this or hand-write it (neatly).  You will read your story to the class.

Option #2 – The Teenage Brain
Create a brain model out of any materials you’d like and then discuss in detail how different portions of the brain operate during some sort of typical teenage activity (e.g., driving a car, studying for and/or taking a test, going out on a date, etc.). Telling a “story” is an option.  Choose a minimum of 10 parts of the brain to illustrate within the model and type or write out (neatly) the necessary information on the parts used.  You will explain your project to the class.  OR, if you would rather, create a video or skit of you/your partner/your group members doing the activity and explain how the brain is operating as you go.  You do not need to create a brain model if you choose to do a video or skit.  Somehow illustrate the location, structure, and function of ten parts of the brain within your video (props, pictures, and/or actions).  You will share this video/skit with the class.

Option #3 – The Abused Brain
Create a brain model out of any materials you’d like and then discuss in detail how a certain drug (cocaine, heroin, methamphetamine, etc.), lack of sleep, a traumatic brain injury, etc. would affect different parts of the upper or lower brain.  You may not discuss alcohol.  Choose a minimum of 10 parts of the brain to illustrate within the model and type or write out (neatly) the necessary information on the parts used.  If needed, you may focus on several different “abuses” in order to highlight the location, structure, and function of 10 different parts of the brain.  You will explain your project to the class.

Option #4 - A Brain Song
Pick a well-known song, or write your own, and write/rewrite it focusing on the location, structure, and function of different parts of the brain.  Focus on at least 10 parts of the brain.  Then create a music video.  Your song should be playing in the background and props, pictures, or actions should be used to further illustrate your knowledge of each part of the brain.  You will need to turn in a copy of your lyrics (typed or handwritten neatly) and you will share your video with the class.


An A project will meet the requirements outlined in the specific option, show detailed knowledge of brain structure (location) and function, show evidence of hard work, creativity, and outside research, and be shared with the class in a clear and engaging manner (with each person involved).
